INTRODUCTION
Who has the most friends someone who is kind or someone who is mean? Why?
Who is the kindest person you know? What do they do? How do they make you feel?

The Bible says that one day someone asked Jesus " What is the most important thing?"
Jesus said it was that was love. Love for God and love for all people. (Mark 12:28 - 31)
Love for all people - even our worst enemy. (Matthew 5:44)

STORY:

This is a story that Jesus told about criticising - judging others.

Do not judge. Matthew 7:1 - 5.

“Do not judge others, so that God will not judge you, for God will judge you in the same way you judge
others, and he will apply to you the same rules you apply to others. Why, then, do you look at the speck in
your brother's eye and pay no attention to the log in your own eye? How dare you say to your brother,
‘Please, let me take that speck out of your eye,” when you have a log in your own eye? You hypocrite! First
take the log out of your own eye, and then you will be able to see clearly to take the speck out of your
brother's eye.

You could tell this story yourself with a stick and an imaginary speck. You might try this video instead, but
it could be a little old for your children.
