Oliver Jeffers (born 1977) is an artist, illustrator and writer from Belfast, Northern Ireland. He now lives and works in Brooklyn, New York. He graduated from the University of Ulster in 2001. He creates art for children and adults alike.

His picture books, including 'How to catch a star, Lost and found and Stuck have been highly acclaimed. They have been translated into over forty-five languages, and over 12 million copies have been sold worldwide. 
Jeffers has been the recipient of numerous awards, including a New York Times Best Illustrated Children’s Books Award, Bologna Rigazzi Award, An Irish Book Award, and a United Kingdom Literary Association Award. This Moose Belongs to Me won the Irish Book Awards Children's Book of the Year, Junior category in 2012.

His eighteenth book as author and illustrator will be released in October 2020, and he has illustrated several others.
