Unit – Statistics  
Pupils will interpret and present discrete and continuous data using 
appropriate graphical methods, including bar charts and time 
graphs. 

Unit 3 – Perimeter  
Pupils will know that perimeter is measured in units of length and 
can be found by counting units. Pupils will know that perimeter can 
be calculated by adding together the side lengths of a 2D shape. 
They will know the perimeter of a rectangle can be calculated by 
addition and multiplication and that unknown side lengths can be 
calculated from perimeter and known side lengths. 

 
Unit 4 – 3, 6, 9 times tables  
Pupils represent counting in threes as the three times table. 
Pupils explain the relationship between adjacent multiples of three. 
Pupils represent counting in sixes as the six times table. 
Pupils explain the relationship between adjacent multiples of six. 
Pupils use knowledge of the relationships between the three and six 
times tables to solve problems 
Pupils represent counting in nines as the nine times table. 
Pupils use the divisibility rules for divisors of three and six.
