orth coast of Exm
oor is H

angm
an 

C
liff. The cliff is a very steep rock face and 

is m
ade from

 lim
estone.

The cliff rises to 1,043ft or 318m
 from

 the 
sea w

hich m
akes it the highest in the U

K.

The River Severn runs 220 m
iles from

 
Plynlim

on in the W
elsh m

ountains 
to the sea. O

n its journey, the fresh 
w

ater in the U
K’s longest river travels 

through Shropshire, W
orcestershire and 

G
loucestershire.

O
n the South coast of D

orset is an area 
sheltered from

 the sea called Poole 
H
arbour. The harbour w

as form
ed at the 

end of the last ice age w
hen sea levels rose. 

It is the largest harbour in the U
K, and one 

of the biggest in the w
orld.
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In the m
iddle of the 18th C

entury, people 
started to spend their free tim

e in a new
 

w
ay: by going to the beach! Beaches are 

areas covered by sand or pebbles w
here 

the land m
eets the sea. Since 1840 w

hen 
the rail station opened there have been 
m

illions of visitors m
aking Blackpool the 

m
ost popular beach in the U

K.

A
n ocean is a very large body of salt 

w
ater and the A

tlantic O
cean is the second 

largest ocean in the w
orld. In total it covers 

m
ore than 1/5 of the Earth’s surface. In 

the m
iddle of the A

tlantic there are lots of 
m

ountains deep underneath the w
ater. 

Fair Isle is an island w
ith less than 100 

people and only one school! The nearest 
inhabited places are the Shetland Islands 
and the O

rkney Islands w
hich are both 

over 20 m
iles aw

ay by sea. So the island’s 
fam

ous coastline is the m
ost rem

ote in the 
U
K. The coast is w

here the sea m
eets the 

land.

D
uring the last ice age, the English C

hannel 
w

as dry land w
ith a m

assive river running 
dow

n the m
iddle. W

hen all the ice m
elted, 

the English C
hannel w

as flooded to m
ake 

the U
K’s new

est sea. A
 sea is a sm

aller part 
of an ocean near land.
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
