What happens in the
paragraph

Opening sentence and planning for paragraph — include adverbs, powerful verbs, adjectives, Fronted

Describe the setting — night,
clouds/moon, cliffs, waves
crashing against rocks, lighthouse
high up and powerful beam of
light

of revelry and partying

Meanwhile, high up in inside the
lighthouse, the lighthouse-keeper
is working:

As he opens the door he sees all
the villagers coming up, carrying
torches and lanterns, to help.

Just in the nick of time, the ship
sees the lights from the villagers’
torches and veers to the right,
narrowly missing the sharp
jagged rocks beneath the cliffs.
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
