The Hebrew Bible is called the Tanakh after the
first letter of the name of the three sections of
which it is composed: the Torah, the Nevi'im,
and the Kethuvim. Last week we looked at the

Torah, this week we will focus on the Nevi’im.
Nevi'im — eight books

Which are the books of the Jewish prophets such as Joshua and Isaiah. These
books describe the history of Judaism after the death of Moses. This is where
we see God’s relationship with Israel play out. (Spoiler alert: it doesn’t go so
well.) God sends messengers to Israel to warn them of the consequences of
breaking God’s laws, but the people, for the most part, ignore them.
