Africa — culture, religion and language

The peoples of Africa belong to hundreds of different ethnic groups. Each
ethnic group has its own distinct language, traditions, arts and crafts,
history, way of life and religion. There are over 50 countries in Africa, and
some of these have 20 or more different ethnic groups living within their
boundaries. Over 1000 different spoken languages have been identified
within the continent of Africa.

The majority of the countries in Africa are inhabited by peoples of African
origin. Some ethnic groups have been affected by the migration of Arab
peoples into northern Africa. There are also many Europeans whose families
moved to Africa during the colonial period and have stayed on. In some
parts of East Africa, there are also large numbers of people of Asian origin.

A final reminder - Africa is a continent that shows great diversity:
* there is extreme poverty and vast wealth;

* there are people who suffer from droughts and famine and people who
have plentiful food;

* there are vast, magnificent nature reserves with an abundance of wildlife
and there are highly urbanized areas with major cities with high-rise
buildings and modern services.
