The Vikings did not write their stories
down, but passed them on by word of
mouth from one generation to another.
These stories told of great bravery and
wicked treachery. They were called sagas
and were told around the fires in the
Viking longhouse to while away the long
winter evenings.

Some sagas were short and told of
the way that the adventures of
boys turned them into men.
Others were very long and
rather like violent fairy
tales.

+ The Norwegian Vikings wrote aimost |
nothing down. The sagas were
written in Iceland, centuries after
they were first told, and may be very
inaccurate.
